· Does crew have PPE? (Chaps, Hardhats, Eyewear, Ear Plugs, Steel Cap Boots, Sunscreen)

· Are powerlines or Telephone Cables nearby tree? 
· Nearby Roof, fence or structures, or cars that should be moved?
· Are water or gas mains location nearby the drop zone?
· Will branches fall onto the road or footpath?
- Saftey Cone or Barrier Tape Hazard zone.
· Is tree canopy interlocked with nearby tree?

· Inspect Trunk & Root Crown for decay, fungi, damaged roots, storm damage.
· Inspect crown for decay, discoloured bark or leaves, limbs to avoid climbing or hanging limbs. 
· Is the tree integrity able to support the dynamic rigging loads of large branches – Softwood or Hardwood?

· Any nails in trunk or Wasp Nests Visable?

· Will Rigging be required, how Complex?

· Is it raining or a strong wind prevailing?

· Has Climbing & Rigging Gear been checked for saftey recently?

· Stump Grinding? – Use eyewear & keep bystanders away.
· Exavator Use? – Caution not to destroy grass.
· Woodchipping? – Where should branches be stacked for best chipper access?

· Crane Use – Is there a safe access point?

· Is there sloping ground? – should branches be stacked at base of slope to prevent possible damage?
· Have Climber to Ground Crew communication & saftey protocols been discussed?

· Has a well thought-out plan of attack been discussed for SAFE rigging & removal of the tree?
